2016 Class Formatons

A lot of time and consideration is given to placing students into classrooms where we believe their educational and social needs will
best be met. Changing classes once they are formed is a long and difficult process, which is why we give parents the opportunity to
provide us with additional information to assist this process at the end of each year. Student numbers are currently around 390 but
if they should vary from this, there could be a minor shuffle of some students in the first 4 weeks of school. Parents of children
involved will be advised if this is the case. Thank you for your understanding.

School Behaviour Code

Our whole school expectations and rules have not changed this year and we are continually refining the strategies we employ to
reward those students who consistently follow in order to adequately acknowledge individual student behaviour. Class teachers will
have discussed their classroom code of conduct with their students, likewise, the expectations for playground behaviour have been
discussed in detail with students this week. In short, our expectations are;

Every student has a right to learn;  Every teacher has a right to teach;
Everyone has the right to be safe;  We show respect in all our actions;

We take pride in ourselves and each other.
A copy of the full Behaviour Management Policy, including individual classroom management plans, will be sent home in the coming
weeks. Our Pride Point System has already commenced for 2016 whereby students will receive certificates on achieving set
milestones throughout the year and at the end of each term a “Top 100” activity will acknowledge those students who receive the
most Pride Points across the term.
